The importance of vaccines for
keeping us and our communities
safe from infectious diseases
has never been more evident!
Immunization against vaccine-

Ina
typical year, New Mexico
schools enjoy good
coverage—about two-
thirds of New Mexico’s
schools attain 95% completion
rate for their kindergarteners
on all the required vaccines.
However, due to the challenges
that the pandemic presents,
rates have declined somewhat.
